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Message From Bistop Ringgold

Greetings in the precious
name of our Lord and Sav-
ior, Jesus Christ. My mes-
sage to you this month
comes from Colossians 3:2;
“Set your affection on things
above, not on things on the
earth.”

We have all probably heard
of the expression “one
track mind”. People usually
refer to this terminology
when talking about some-
one who is fixed in their
thinking as it pertains to a
certain position or belief. A
one track mind can be posi-
tive or negative depending
on what track your mind is
on!

It is very unfortunate that
the vast majority of this
world has their affection set
on the world and not on
things “above”. For those
that are believers, it is of
the utmost importance that
we have a one track mind
that is focused on the Lord
Jesus Christ and Heaven
above!
